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INTRODUCTION

Fondazione ISMU, as coordinator of NEAR project, was responsible for the content creation of the
press releases and had a prominent role in the coordination of the press office project partners. ISMU
provided templates of the press releases to the European partners who adapted them to the local

context and local language.

During the project implementation, ISMU prepared the text of two press releases. The purpose of the
press releases was to inform the media and the general public about the key moments of the project
implementation. Firstly, the press releases aimed at launching the communication campaign and the
tool of unconventional maps for newcomers, citizens and university students. Secondly, to involve
young people, international university students, and local communities in the treasure hunt organized

in the 4 cities of the project.

The first press release has been prepared by ISMU on the occasion of the launch of the 4
unconventional maps in June 2022 (Annex 1 — Template Press Release Unconventional maps). The
second format of the press release was prepared on the occasion of the 4 Treasure Hunts in fall 2022
(Annex 2 — Template Press Release Treasure hunts). These templates were prepared in English and

then adapted and translated by partners in local language.

AIDGLOBAL, as partner of the project, opted for translating and adapting the two Press Releases

prepared by ISMU, delivering both the press release to local media.
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Press release n.1 — Launch of Unconventional maps of Lisbon

The purpose of press release n. 1 (Annex 3) was to inform the media and general public on the project
in general and on the launch of the unconventional maps, the core integration tool created for the

city of Lisbon for newcomers, citizens and international university students.

Contents

The press release illustrates the unconventional map of Lisbon, concentrated the territory of the
parish of Santa Clara, which has a community with a very high immigration rate, with many
undocumented and newly arrived immigrants. According to the National Institute of Statistics (2021),
the Foreign Resident Population in the parish of Santa Clara is 3,947 inhabitants (17%). The territory
met and presented an urgent need for its integration, most of the PALOPs, in particular from Sdo Tomé

and Guinea-Bissau.

The parish of Santa Clara has a character of vulnerability and visible basic needs, such as housing,
health and employment. Hence the need to create a sense of belonging to the newly arrived into the

community, strengthening an exchange and welcome those who live there.

Furthermore, the press release informs about the unconventional map created for international
university students, which is a map that identifies the main services around the Iscte University in
Campo Grande, Lisbon. This map is divided in the main themes such as culture, leisure, sport, language
courses, health, among others, which enables the students to explore the geographical space, helping

the inclusion in the community

Delivery and impact

The press release was delivered on 08 August of 2022 to about 356 Portuguese journalists of press
agencies, newspapers, magazines, radio, televisions, websites; 290 of them have been contacted

through the CRM platform Salesforce, while the remaining 6 have been contacted through email.

The press release has not been picked up by any Portuguese Newspaper. However, it has been shared

in the weekly newsletter of the Portuguese NGDO Platform (Annex 3), through email.
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Press release n.2 — Launch of Treasure hunt in Lisbon

The purpose of press release n.2 (Annex 4) was to inform the media and the general public about the

Treasure hunt organized in Lisbon on the 12*" of November 2022.

Contents

The press release contained all details of the Treasure hunt, inviting to participate young people, locals
and university students (from Portugal and international). The purpose of the Treasure hunt was
(re)discover Bairro das Galinheiras and Ameixoeira Neighbourhood in an innovative and educational
way, and that was developed by the Action Bound app with the aim to involve all project beneficiaries
and the local community by raising awareness of unconventional maps and distribute the printed

maps while discovering points of interest of the neighborhood itself.

The "Unconventional Maps" for international university students. Unconventional Maps will also be made for
international university students who come to study in Milan, Perugia, Lisbon and Nicosia. This work is
coordinated by the Universita Cattolica del Sacro Cuore and involves the University for Foreigners of Perugia,
the KES College of Nicosia and the ISCTE- IUL University Institute of Lisbon, with the aim of guiding newly
arrived students as they enter their academic programmes. These maps will not only contain orientation
services offered by the universities but also key information on unconventional spots such as community
venues, networking cafes and bars, sports centers, language classes, cultural places and suggestions for
housing.

nao convencionais e pontos de referéncia Uteis para a sua integragdo numa nova cidade.

No inicio da atividade, serdo entregues mapas e crachas a todas/os as/os intervenientes, mas,
para além do Kit disponibilizado, é essencial a utilizacdo de um smartphone. No fim, a equipa
que complete a Caca ao Tesouro da forma mais rapida e original sera a premiada.

Para além de projetos de inser¢cdo como o descrito no projeto “NEAR”, também, foram criados
"Mapas Ndo Convencionais" para estudantes universitarias/os internacionais, que além do
formato online (https://nearproject.eu/en/unconventionalmaps) também estardo disponiveis
em papel e se destinam, principalmente, a estudantes universitarias/os internacionais que
vieram para Mildo, Perugia, Lisboa e Nicdsia. Estes resultam do trabalho coordenado pela
Universita Cattolica del Sacro Cuore (parceira do projeto) e envolve a Universidade para
Estrangeiras/os de Perugia, o Colégio KES de Nicdsia e o Instituto Universitario Iscte-lUL de
Lisboa e visam orientar as/os estudantes recém-chegadas/os, a medida que vao acedendo a
sua vida académica. Os mapas contém ndo apenas 0s servi¢cos de orientacdo oferecidos por
universidades e locais de interesse institucionais, mas também informacgdes sobre espacos ndo
convencionais, nomeadamente pontos de encontro, cafés e bares de networking, centros
desportivos, cursos de linguas, espacos culturais e sugestdes para solucdes habitacionais.
Varios grupos de estudantes participaram neste projeto elaborando o mapeamento de bairros
ndo convencionais, em conjunto com representantes de associacdes e redes de estudantes
internacionais. Para além dos mapas, foram, também, produzidos quatro manuais, para
facilitar a orientacdo de estudantes internacionais recém-chegadas/os nos procedimentos
burocraticos e administrativos necessarios para permanecerem nas quatro cidades-alvo do
“NEAR”.

O projeto "NEAR - Recém-chegado a uma casa comum"

“NEAR - Newly Arrived in a common home” é um projeto financiado pela Comissdo Europeia, ao abrigo do Fundo de Asilo,
Migracdo e Integracio (AMIF) e coordenado pela Fundac3o ISMU (Italia), em parceria com a ONG Tamat (ITALIA), a ONG
Cardet (Chipre), AIDGLOBAL (Portugal), Universidade Catdlica do Sagrado Coracdo (Italia). Destina-se a promover a integracdo
e orientagdo social das/dos migrantes recém-chegadas/os (adultos e menores) durante a sua fixagdo nos paises de

acolhimento. O projeto, que atua nas cidades de Lisboa (Portugal), Nicdsia (Chipre), Mildo e Perugia (Itédlia), ativa um processo
de confianga mutua, conhecimento e intercambio intercultural entre migrantes e comunidades locais, construindo um
sentimento de pertenga a uma “nova casa comum". Ao mesmo tempo, cria uma interagdo concreta entre as comunidades da
didspora, as/os recém-chegadas/os, as organizag¢des locais e as cidad3s e cidaddos que se juntaram a nds, apds uma campanha
de comunicagdo concebida com as/os beneficidrias/os do projeto sob o lema “A casa é o lugar onde estou agora”. Os
resultados do “NEAR” incluem: o empoderamento das partes interessadas da comunidade e dos membros da didspora, que
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se tornam mentores das/os migrantes recém-chegadas/os; a facilitagdo do acesso aos servigos e entrada no mercado de
trabalho para requerentes de asilo e beneficiarios de protec¢do internacional; o refor¢o dos niveis de integragdo das/os
menores recém-chegadas/os em idade de escolaridade obrigatéria; o fortalecimento da orientagdo e aumento de
oportunidades para as/os universitarias/os recém-chegadas/os.
